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Pingrup, Lake Grace and Lake King. Some
of the visits made have been quite
challenging, as sadly many people just
don’t want to know about the saving work
of JESUS CHRIST. Regardless of that I
offer practical assistance as required and
pray for further opportunities to talk about
the gospel message of salvation.

‘WE WEREN’T STOLEN,
BUT CHOSEN’

On a visit to Leonora I was able to catch
up with D and J two Aboriginal women
who were brought up in the Mt Margaret
Mission. They reminded me of how
blessed they were in being at the mission,
as that’s how they got to know about the
LORD JESUS. J told me, “We weren’t
stolen, but chosen”.

Continuing on my journeys to the east of
Kalgoorlie visiting some very remote
stations, I came across an elderly couple

2011 was a challenging year for me with
many ups and downs. Mostly I patrolled
on my own, but my sister Kerri joined me
as we went along for the Trans-line, the
very rough track that runs alongside the
Transcontinental railway line on the
Nullabor Plain. It was a better year for the
station and farm owners, as GOD has
graciously provided sufficient rain for all
their crops and livestock. In 2011-2012
Western Australia recorded its best overall
harvest in history.

My Patrol work focused on the extensive
districts around towns and settlements like
Jerramungup, Ravensthorpe, Esperance,
Leonora, Kalgoorlie, Westonia, Nyabing,

caretaking a large cattle station as the
owners were away. I had a great time with
them and had some great opportunities to
speak about the LORD. I left some
literature and am looking forward to a
follow up visit. On the same trip I did a
quick visit to the Aboriginal Community
on the Trans-line, as I had a lot of donated
clothing to give out. The people were really
excited and appreciated the clothes. C (one
of the ladies there) was really easy to speak
to, and we had a great conversation
regarding her faith in Jesus.

PROCLAIMING THE WORD

This year I have preached in Ravensthorpe,
Jerramungup, and Nyabing. These small
towns have some loving Christians in them
and the fellowship time was great. Most of
the people in these fellowships have their
own properties so I get to catch up with
them individually while on patrol.

I spent a bit of time helping some property
owners and this enabled some good
conversation to take place around the
dinner table at night. People are really
appreciative of the help and really want to
know why we do this work. This opens the
way to some good spiritual discussion.
South of Ravensthorpe on a small property
I met M and H, a lovely Christian couple.
They were very helpful and told me all
about the history of the area and who all
the people living in Ravensthorpe are and
how they got their farms.
